preventing HIV and promoting 

humanitarian response to persons living 

with HIV

2. Mobilizing Buddhist monks and nuns as 

the most influential moral authorities in 

both rural and urban Laos to reverse 

attitudes of stigma and discrimination 

against persons living with HIV, and to 

connect with youth to counsel them 

against engaging in risky behaviors

3. Intending migrants, out of school youth, 

drug users & men who have sex with 

men most of whom are young people

4. Promoting sustainable livelihoods for 

persons living with HIV in order to break 

the nexus of positive status, stigma and 

discrimination, and increasing 

impoverishment



Philosophy and approach of LYAP

1. Long-term interactive education that 

incorporates life-skills is the most effective

2. Start working on HIV/AIDS prevention where 

young people live

3. Motivated and committed youth peer 

educators are the most effective way to 

teach other youth about HIV/AIDS

4. Empowering youth to face the challenges of 

the future

5. Effective AIDS education needs to work in 

conjunction with people affected by 

HIV/AIDS

6. Those affected by HIV/AIDS are the best 

placed to respond to the needs of HIV 

positive people
